Nominations for awards, except for the Professional Planner of the Year Category, are open to both MAP members and non-members and are due Thursday, April 1st at 5:00 PM, 2010. 
The awards will be announced at the annual meeting in June 2010.

The Committee will work with the winners on preparations for press releases as well as nomination materials and submissions for NNE-CAPA’s Awards.

NOMINATIONS

Nominations Shall Consist of:

· a completed nomination form identifying the project, plan, program, publication, organization or individual being nominated; 

· a written summary of how the nomination/nominee meets the judging criteria, and 

· supporting documentation to help the awards committee in reviewing the application, such as copies of documents, maps, plans, photographs, newspaper articles, etc.

JUDGING CRITERIA
The Judging Criteria are:

· Originality - Innovative concept or appreciable refinement of existing techniques or procedures.
· Transferability - Potential application in other areas or to other projects.
· Quality - Excellence of thought, analysis, writing, graphics and character of presentation.
· Implementation - Effectiveness of the work/proposals have either been carried out or show promise of being carried out.
· Comprehensiveness - Planning principles have been observed, especially in considering a project’s effects on other public objectives.
The judging criteria are those used by the American Planning Association and the Northern New England Chapter of the American Planning Association awards programs.

Winning nominations will be submitted by the committee, working with the winner, to compete for regional (NNEAPA).  Winners are encouraged to compete for the national (APA) planning awards as well and the committee will assist in that effort.

AWARDS CATEGORIES
There May Be Only One Winner per category. In special circumstances, the jury may also award Merit Awards.

Student Planner(s) of the Year

This award is given to a graduate student(s) in a Maine school who has/have contributed to the planning field. Student(s) should have promoted the awareness of the planning field, and reflected good planning principles in his/her/their contribution.

Citizen Planner of the Year

This award is given to a volunteer in the planning field who has given an expanded effort to a project or initiative, has been a driving force behind the committee(s), and has been involved in a project long enough to see results/change occur. This award may include teachers who have worked with student planners.

Professional of the Year

This award is given to a MAP member who has demonstrated a dedication to the planning profession in the state of Maine.  This planner has contributed to the planning field, enhanced the knowledge base of the planning community, as well as promoted planning principles.

Plan of the Year


This award is given to an exceptional planning document. A plan should contribute to the planning profession, offering an educational tool to improve planning practices.

Project or Program of the Year

This award is given to planning projects or programs that have been implemented and/or funds have been granted.  Projects could be a portion of a plan or program.
